1. Exegetical theologian: concerned with the biblical studies and interpretation of Scripture
2. Historical theologian: concerned with Christian theology/Christian Church has developed over time
3. Systematic theologian: approaches for understanding God and one’s relation to God through Christ, salvation, the Holy Spirit, the Church, or the afterlife
4. Practical theologian: definitive arms of the Church and practice of one’s view of God’s work in the world
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
